Microfiber’s combination of strength and softness allows it to be used in a variety of weights and weaves, including velour terry, loop terry, waffle weaves and wovens. “We increasingly have the ability to model microfiber on luxury cloth textures so that microfiber products are both beautiful and efficient,” Szewczyk said.
